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When thinking of church ministries we 

tend to think of things like Vacation Bible 

School, the monthly Community Meal, 

YO! and P3, Meals on Wheels, Sunday 

School, transportation, hospital visitation 

and so on. But we tend to put service on 

one of the church boards in a different 

category.  So letôs establish right up front 

that serving on a church board is a minis-

try of highest order. Over the next three 

months I am going to focus on one of our 

three boards each month. Letôs begin with 

the Board of Trustees. 

 

Serving under the guidance and oversight 

of the Session, the Board of Trustees is 

responsible for much of the financial and 

legal work in the church as well as the 

maintenance and development of our 

property and building. But what they do is 

more than oversight and supervision.   

 

When needed the trustees hire people to 

perform certain tasks, but they do much of 

the work around the church themselves.  

From electrical work to woodwork; from 

fall cleanup to spring cleanup; from usher-

ing to counting money on Sunday; from 

lighting candles to lighting the parking 

lot. If something breaks they repair it. 

When purchases need to be made they do 

the research and determine the best prod-

uct and provider. They have had a huge 

hand in the construction of new facilities. 

Drainage pipes have been laid. They open 

up the church, lock up the church, and 

provide security on Sunday mornings. 

They are trained in CPR and the use of the 

defibrillator. Trustees do a thorough 

cleaning of the church every year from 

dusting, to vacuuming, to painting, to 

oiling the woodwork including every 

pew. They work at picnics and outdoor 

services. The list could go on and on. 

 

These men and women are some of the 

unsung ministry heroes at Westfield. A 

list of their names is below.  If you see 

one of them tell them how much you 

appreciate their service and commitment 

to Christôs work at Westfield.   

 

So to the Board of Trustees, thank you 

for all you do and for who you are.  May 

you be blessed in your work as much as 

you bless others.
